In order to ensure that the potential for exposure remains low: 
 Only the minimum amount of a designated substance should be purchased. 
 All spills must be cleaned up immediately. 
 Waste must be properly collected and disposed of as hazardous waste. 
Call Campus Community Police Services (CCPS) @ 911 for the Western Hazardous Material 
Emergency Response Team who will respond to all uncontrolled releases of hazardous 
materials emergencies, including designated substance spills. The team is highly trained and 
equipped with the proper personal protective equipment and is always on call to deal with all 
situations involving hazardous materials. 

Control Measures 
Workers handling designated substances are required to follow the procedure for handling
