In addition, students must 
normally attain a minimum weighted average of 78% in the first year of the HBA. 
 
Students apply for the combined degree program during the HBA 1 year, typically 
their third year of university. Applications to the combined program must be made 
in writing to the Director of the HBA Program, as well as the Director of the SASAH 
program by the deadlines published by the Ivey Business School. Entrance to the 
program may be limited.
