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an appreciation for the role the visual arts have played in the history of civilization, primarily from a Western
perspective. We will explore the creative processes of art, its history, and current themes and trends in the art world as
we ask why art is produced and how we respond to those works whether with pleasure, disgust, angst, among other
emotions.
