5. Course Description and Design  

 

 
This course is a continuation of study of contemporary approaches to photography studio 
practice in various exterior and interior situations using natural and available light. This will 
include types of Public, Street, Travel (or site specific), Landscape, and Architectural 
Photography. The class will be organized around various lectures, technical demonstrations, 
workshops and studio tutorials online. This class will offer tutorials and demonstrations of digital 
photographic techniques using small format photography (DLSR). Introductory lectures and 
historical studies will be organized thematically. Students will benefit from exposure to a diverse, 
and wide-ranging, field of approaches to photography and are presented with productive 
evaluative modes of interpretation. 

This course will primarily involve the production of photographic exercises and projects. 
Students will gain transferable photographic skills necessary for further study, employment, 
community involvement and/or other activities. 
 
This course will deliver online tutorials in digital photography post-production through OWL 
lesson pages. Video tutorials will be posted in the class portal. The online platform will allow 
students enrolled in this course to work through a digital process at their own pace, and, under 
their own control. Specific dates for online learning tutorials are listed in your course schedule 
posted to OWL at the commencement of the class.

Visual or Aural Plagiarism may involve both hand-

based media such as drawing, painting, printmaking and sculpture, as well as digital media 

such as photography, video and sound. It includes work subsequently manipulated or 

transferred between different media, as well as self-plagiarism ï work submitted 

for assignments previously produced and graded for another course. Similar to textual 

plagiarism, all student work involving the visual or aural work of others must be appropriately 

cited/identified whether in print or orally. Failure to do so will lead to similar academic 

penalties as those identified in Westernôs Academic Calendar.

Attendance:  
Under university regulations, if someone misses more than 15% of their classes (15% is 

equivalent to missing 8 hours of Lecture and/or Studio Lab, due to absence or lateness, or a 

combination of both, per semester) without written corroboration for health or bereavement, 

students can be debarred from participation in final evaluations and/or assignments.  
Note that if a student is consistently absent from a 3-hour class for 1 hour, they will exceed the 

15% cutoff and be debarred; assignments may stop being accepted and such assignments will 

receive a mark of 0 (zero).
