Additionally,
you'll be writing a 7-page (1600-1750 words) analysis of your initial presentation and every two
weeks you'll be modifying that 7-page analysis to incorporate the new material you'll subsequently
present every two weeks. In other words, the analysis of your text for this course will remain 7
pages in length, however, you'll be adding information as the course progresses so that by the end
of the term the whole book will be presented and discussed in 7 pages. You absolutely cannot

You are responsible for ensuring that you have successfully completed all course prerequisites and that
you have not taken an antirequisite course. Lack of prerequisites may not be used as basis of appeal.

If you are not eligible for a course, you may leenoved from it at any time, and you will receive no
adjustment to your fees. These decisions cannot be appealed.

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism, which may be defined as “The act or an instance of copying or stealing another’s words or
ideas and attributing them as one’s own,” will not be tolerated. (Citation excerpted from Black’s Law
Dictionary, 1999, 7th ed., p. 1170). It includes, but is not limited to, the unauthorized use of Al tools
such a€hatGPT to create contehat is submitted as one’s ownthis course, students are permitted
